Given that there were few participants at the meeting, participants agreed not to develop substantive positions but rather exchange views and finalize coordination for BC interventions at the GNSO public forum.  It was also agreed that all interventions would be based on existing BC positions.

The issues reviewed were:

Whois:  Sarah Deutsch agreed to intervene on Whois issues reiterating BC support for an open and accessible Whois and seeking clarification from the GNSO Council as to its interpretation of the adopted formulation of the purpose of Whois given confusion created by the Chair of the GNSO Council at a joint GAC/GNSO meeting on Whois.

PDP-06:  No member present felt competent to intervene on this issue so attendees agreed not to intervene on this issue.

PDP-05:  No member present felt competent to intervene on this issue so attendees agreed not to intervene on this issue.

Operational Plan/Budget: Member discussed raising the BC view regarding the importance of enforcing existing contracts.  The GNSO Council did not discuss this issue at the public forum so we did not intervene.

LSE Study:  Since no draft report had been issued participants agreed not to make a public statement regarding the study.

New gTLDs and IDNs:  David Fares agreed to intervene on this issue reiterating the BC views regarding the managed introduction of gTLD; the inability at this juncture to determine the success of the proof of concept TLDs in increasing user choice; the need for any new gTLD to demonstrate demand for the new TLD, ensure differentiated space, and prevent the need for defensive registrations; and the prioritization of IDNs over new gTLDs.
