1. GNSO review

The meeting discussed the recent proposals from the working group of the board governance committee (BGCWG). The following points were made:
· The BC should make a written reply and support the recommendations about the policy development process, its removal from the bylaws, and a move to working groups where appropriate, and other administrative improvements.

· The BC should resist the calls for structural change of the constituencies within the GNSO.

· That feedback from the chair of the BGCWG to community input in Puerto Rico was that he has heard loud and clear the resistance of the community to structural change and that his preference (also held by some other board members) was to delay structural change until completion of the scheduled reviews of the ALAC, CCNSO, nom-com and Board.
· That the tone of the BC reply to the consultation should be positive and constructive.

· The BC should communicate its draft  reply with other constituencies at an early stage.

ACTION Philip will be rapporteur and draft a paper for discussion on the BC mail list.

2. New TLDs

In discussion the following points were made:

· Final items of the GNSO work are being done and mostly address issues raised belatedly by the NCUC.

· The Council hopes to complete its work by August 10 and adopt a final report in September.

· Residual items from the sub-groups on reserved names include single letter and a separate work item on this may be launched. ACTION Mike Rodenbaugh will participate.
· Residual items from the rights protection group include a model or reference implementation for sunrise and an ad hoc group has been formed to write this. ACTION BC members can volunteer for this group.

3. WHOIS

There is reasonable progress on the WHOIS WG on making the privacy-enhancing OPOC proposal operational:
· A separation between legal and natural persons can be made and could result in different data display

· The OPOC would be an agent for the registrant and need to acknowledge the role.

· The OPOC would have a role for RELAY, REVEAL and perhaps REMEDY.

· Failure to respond by the OPOC would lead to take down of the site.

· Tiered access discussions agree that both law enforcement and private interests pursuing bad faith are needed, but there is no practical proposal for any verification mechanism.

· The groups will have three more telephone conferences before completing its work by end July.

4. Domain tasting

The meeting agreed to support the staff recommendations in the recent issues report including the call for a study. Subsequently Council has asked for a study immediately and will reconsider launching a PDP in September.

5. ICANN budget

A BC volunteer is needed to act as rapporteur for the ICANN strategic plan and budget. ACTION members.
6. BC representation

The meeting noted the resignation of Alistair Dixon following a change in his employment. The meeting thanked Alistair for his intelligent contribution to the constituency during his time as representative.

In accordance with the BC charter, Bilal Beirm of BC member TAGI and member of the Credentials Committee, has since been appointed to complete Alistair’s term of office ending in October this year. At that time an election will be held.
7. Telnic and WHOIS

The meeting held a short discussion with Jim Reid of registry Telnic following a proposed change to limit WHOIS display by this registry. The registry explained their motivation for the change followed discussion with the UK data protection office and their desire to comply with the guidance from that office on the application of the EU data privacy directive in the UK. The meeting expressed concern that this change had not been considered necessary by many other registries based in the EU. Telnic confirmed they will make a written reply to the written BC comments submitted recently.
